MINUTES 

Recessed Meeting from February 2 1,2007 
Convened 

March 7,2007 

The recessed meeting of February 21, 2007 of the Hamilton County Water & 
Wastewater Treatment Authority ("WWTA") was called to order by Chair Henry Hoss on 
March 7, 2007, at 3:30 p.m., in the Development Resource Center (DRC), located at 1250 
Market Street in Conference Room 2B, Chattanooga, TN. Board members present were Chair 
Henry Hoss, Vice-Chair Don Haynes, Diana Campbell, Tom Card, Billy Cooper, Wayne 
Hamill, John McPherson, Ansley Moses, Bob Privett, Phil Smartt, and Ed Watt. Also 
attending the meeting were Chief Engineer Mike Howard, Wastewater Superintendent 
Cleveland Grimes, and WWTA Attorney John Anderson. SecretaryITreasurer Chantelle 
Roberson and Tom Card were absent. 

Item 1. Call to Order & Roll Call 

Chair Henry Hoss called the recessed meeting of February 21,2007 to order. The roll 
was dispensed with and those present were as noted above. A quorum was announced and the 
meeting proceeded. 

Item 2. Agenda 

The Board reviewed the amended Agenda fiom February 21, copies of which were 
distributed by Chief Engineer Mike Howard. Without objection, the Board accepted the 
Agenda. 

Item 3. Visitors 

The Chair recognized Paul Cate, Consolidated Technologies Inc.; Damon Riggs, 
Arcadis; and Melvin Downs from Lamar Dunn & Assoc. John DeGalleford and James 
Chandler from Action Plumbing were present. 
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JOHN DEGALLEFORD, ACTION PLUMBING, 104 PINEHURST AVENUE, RED 
BANK - Mr. Howard introduced John DeGalleford and James Chandler. On February 22 the 
WWTA was responding to a Tennessee One-Call in Red Bank when the inspector noticed that 
the service line had been connected without a permit. Action Plumbing was the one that tied 
on to the line and according to our Rules and Regulations any work that is done without a 
necessary permit is subject to five times the normal taping privilege fee. We sent Mr. 
DeGalleford a letter noting the fine of $3,000. They are here to appeal this fee. Mr. 
DeGalleford said he was out of town and his boys just went ahead and put the sewer in and 
did not pull a permit. Mr. DeGalleford said it should have been a $50 permit because he only 
did a repair; the sewer had been tied on for years. Mr. Grimes said there was no way for us to 
know whether it was a repair or new installation since they had not pulled a permit. Mr. 
Grimes also said that when we got the One Call it was set up for February 23 and actually the 
work had already been performed before that date. Mr. Howard said the two things that we 
require in something like this is they have to uncover where they tied on and show the pipe 
and then they can TV the line and give us the TV of that line. Mr. Hamill requested that they 
TV the line both ways and give measurements so we could evaluate it. Mr. Grimes said to dig 
up around the fernco and dig up a few of the joints to where he can see what schedule pipe it 
is and then TV it. Mr. DeGalleford said this would not happen again. Wayne Hamill said in 
accordance with Section IKD the motion is that Action Plumbing pay $250 which is five 
times the base permit fee for performing this work without a permit and that once 
Cleveland has had time for his crew to analyze this then the Board will reconsider whether 
or not the $3,000 fee applies and as stated Mr. DeGalleford does need to go ahead and pull 
the permit specific besides this $250 for that work. John Anderson said the fine is $250 plus 
tap permit fee of $50. Billy Cooper seconded the motion. John McPherson stated that we 
were changing the penalty because at this point in time we do not believe that it was a new 
service and that is the only reason we are changing it. Motion passed. 

EXECUTIVE SESSION - Mr. Hoss announced that at the end of the meeting he needed ten 
or fifteen minutes to cover a couple of items in an Executive Session. In doing so he asked 
that every body except the Board Members to leave. 

Item 4. Engineer's Report 

Mr. Howard read Resolution 0207-01 through Resolution 0207-14 accepting ownership of the 
sewer systems. Phil Smartt made a motion to accept Resolutions 0207-01 - 0207-14 and 
Bob Privett seconded the motion. Mr. Privett asked that on these Resolutions that we put the 
amount, the owner, and if the WWTA put any money in the project. Mr. Howard said that 
would be done. Motion passed.
