Pursuant to adequate public notice, the Board of Commissioners ("the Board") of the 

Hamilton County Water & Wastewater Treatment Authority ("WWTA") met in regular 
session on April 18,2007, at 3:30 p.m., in the Development Resource Center (DRC), located 
at 1250 Market Street in Conference Room 2B, Chattanooga, TN. Board members present 
were Chair Henry Hoss, Vice-Chair Don Haynes, SecretaryITreasurer Chantelle Roberson, 
Diana Campbell, Tom Card, Billy Cooper, Wayne Hamill, John McPherson, Ansley Moses, 
Bob Privett, and Ed Watt. Also attending the meeting were Executive Director Cleveland 
Grimes and WWTA Attorney John Anderson. Phil Smartt was absent. 

a Item 1. Call to Order & Roll Call 

Chair Henry Hoss called the meeting of March 21,2007 to order. The roll was called 
and those present were as noted above. A quorum was announced and the meeting proceeded. 

Item 2. Agenda 

The Board reviewed the proposed Agenda, copies of which were distributed by 
Executive Director Cleveland Grimes. Without objection, the Board accepted the Agenda. 

Item 3. Affidavit of Newspaper Public Notice 

The WWTA has received the CHATTANOOGA TIMES FREE PRESS' affidavit of 
legal notice publication concerning the public notice of its meeting held on April 18,2007. 
The affidavit is attached and incorporated herein by reference as "Exhibit A." 

Item 4. Previous Minutes 

The Board reviewed the draft Minutes of the March 21,2007 Board Meetings, copies 
of which were distributed to members. John McPherson made a motion to approve the 
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@ Minutes for March 21 and Tom Card seconded the motion. The motion passed. A copy of 
the March 21,2007 Minutes is attached and incorporated by reference as "Exhibit B." 

REMEMBERANCE OF MIKE HOWARD - Mr. Hoss said that since the last Board 
Meeting it has been quite an experience having to deal with the passing of Mike Howard. Mr. 
Hoss asked that everyone bow their heads for a few moments and then asked John Anderson 
to close with prayer. 

EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR - Mr. Hoss said that the Board had met today to discuss the 
position of Executive Director of the WWTA. It was a unanimous decision by the Board to 
offer Cleveland Grimes the position. Mr. Hoss explained about the salary. Rebecca Hunter 
and Mr. Hoss are in the process of studying the position of the Director of the WWTA and 
will come up with a salary base for that position. When that is established, the salary would 
be made retroactive to today. Mr. Hoss then asked Mr. Grimes if he would accept the offer of 
the Director of the WWTA. Mr. Grimes graciously accepted the position.

DON DUFF, 6033 OOLTEWAH-GEORGETOWN - Mr. Grimes said Mr. Duffs property 
was located beyond the WWTA sewer line on Ooltewah-Georgetown Road. In order to 
connect to the sewer line he would probably have to pump and there are four pieces of 
property he would have to cross. Mr. Duff is requesting to obtain easements to tie-in to the 
sewer line. Mr. Duff stated he was not interested in spending a lot of money because the 
property will probably go commercial. After discussion, Bob Privett made a motion to grant 
Mr. Duff a waiver to the WWTA regulations to allow him to cross the properties and require 
that Mr. Duff put in a 1-112-inch line to serve the other lots. Mr. Duff would be required to 
get recorded easements from the other property. Billy Cooper seconded the motion. Motion 
passed. 

Item 6. Director's Report 

RESOLUTION 0407-01 - A resolution approving the selection of Don Grant Co. LLC for 
the construction of the Brow Estates Low Pressure Sewer System and authorizing the payment 
of funds necessary for the completion of the project, not to exceed $85,509.00, "Exhibit C." 
A motion to approve Resolution 0407-01 was made by John McPherson and seconded by 
Tom Card. A roll call vote was taken with Tom Card, Billy Cooper, Chantelle Roberson, Bob 
Privett, Diana Campbell, Wayne Hamill, Ansley Moses, John McPherson, Don Haynes, and 
Henry Hoss voting yes. Motion passed.
