Minutes

May 3, 2007

Pursuant to adequate public notice, the WWTA Variance & Rules/Regulations
Committee of the Hamilton County Water & Wastewater Treatment Authority ("WWTA")
met in regular session on May 3, 2007, at 12:30 p.m., in the Development Resource Center
(DRC), located at 1250 Market Street in Conference Room 3B, Chattanooga, TN. Board
members present were Billy Cooper, Wayne Hamill, John McPherson, Ansley Moses, and Ed
Watt. Also attending the meeting were Executive Director Cleveland Grimes and WWTA
Attorney John Anderson.

This was the first meeting of the Committee and Wayne Hamill was nominated by
Billy Cooper to be Chairman. John McPherson made a motion that nominations cease. Mr.
Hamill accepted the position of Chairman. The first Thursday of the month was selected as
the official meeting date. It was decided that Board Chairman Henry Hoss is exofficio to all
Committees and therefore, it would take three committee members being present to have a

quorum.
Item 1. Call to Order & Roll Call

Chair Wayne Hamill called the meeting of May 3, 2007 to order. The roll was called
and those present were as noted above. A quorum was announced and the meeting proceeded.

Item 2. Agenda

The Committee reviewed the proposed Agenda, copies of which were distributed by
Executive Director Cleveland Grimes.  Without objection, the Committee accepted the

Agenda.

The Chair recognized Sherrill While, Barry Daugherty, and Mike Price, MAP
Engineering.

SHERRILL WHITE, LARRY DAUGHTERY, AND MIKE PRICE —Mr. White stated
they owned the property on both sides of Little Debbie Parkway on the other side of the creek
across from Wal-Mart and behind the Cracker Barrel. They are looking at doing a 15 to
20,000-foot strip center on the Wal Mart side of the property. Mr. White said their first major
concern was that there is a possibility that they do not have a sewer easement to be able to get
across the creek. Mike Price said the location of the easement where they would be coming
across the Wal Mart property is not in a location where it works to serve that property. Mr.
Price has tried to contact the real estate representative of Wal Mart with no success. Mr. Price
said he thinks there is an abandoned line where a force main use to run where there is an
easement and essentially you would propose that the Wal Mart would abandon this easement
if they would give the other easement where they want to put their line. Mr. Price said it
would not impact any of their property. Mr. Grimes had a drawing projected on the screen of
the property. The reason the plat was signed was because it was considered to have sewer
availability, but in order for them to get sewer they have to cross the creek. The property line
is the creek. Larry Armor’s side behind the Cracker Barrel has a sewer easement. Mr. Price
said it is a cost issue and they would have to cross the creek once on each side of Little Debbie
Parkway. Mr. White said they were hoping to do a medical complex on the other side. Mr.
White said they were led to believe they had sewer available and they had a lot of money
invested that they are paying interest on. Mr. Grimes said Mr. White did not have sewers
available on his property but does have sewers available. When the plat was signed sewers
were available in that they knew at the time, in order to get sewers to the property, you had to
cross the creek. Because the plat was signed that sewers are available, Mr. Grimes does not
have any way of giving Mr. White any assistance without the Board gives some different
guidance with regards to the Rules and Regulations which say if he had off-site sewers you
can give him up to five years of projected income towards the off-site sewers. Mr. Grimes
said the Board would have to decide how they want to assist Mr. White and what they are
going to base that assistance on. Because of the creek they really are off-site sewers but
because the plat was signed, they knew they had to cross the creek. Mr. Grimes would
recommend that the Board say there is an off-site sewer because there is property between the
sewer line and the creek and base the assistance on projected five-year income. Mr. White
said he had two bids, one was for $45,000 and the high was $84,000. The low bidder asked
for dirt off of the property. The other side would probably amount to the same thing too.
John Anderson said this Committee would have to be sure this does not set precedence for
consideration of off-site sewers that would require WWTA’s assistance where they normally
would not do it. Mr. Anderson said the Board would have to make it case specific to say that
