BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS MEETING
MINUTES

June 20, 2007

Pursuant to adequate public notice, the Board of Commissioners ("the Board") of the
Hamilton County Water & Wastewater Treatment Authority ("WWTA") met in regular
session on June 20, 2007, at 3:30 p.m., in the Development Resource Center (DRC), located
at 1250 Market Street in Conference Room 2B, Chattanooga, TN. Board members present
were Chair Henry Hoss, Vice-Chair Don Haynes, Secretary/Treasurer Chantelle Roberson,
Tom Card, Billy Cooper, Wayne Hamill, John McPherson, Ansley Moses, Bob Privett, Phil
Smartt, and Ed Watt. Also attending the meeting were Executive Director Cleveland Grimes
and WWTA Attorney John Anderson. Diana Campbell was absent.

Item 1. Call to Order & Roll Call

Chair Henry Hoss called the meeting of June 20, 2007 to order. The roll was called
and those present were as noted above. A quorum was announced and the meeting proceeded.
Item 2. Agenda

The Board reviewed the proposed Agenda, copies of which were distributed by
Executive Director Cleveland Grimes. Without objection, the Board accepted the Agenda.
Item 3. Affidavit of Newspaper Public Notice

The WWTA has received the CHATTANOOGA TIMES FREE PRESS’ affidavit of
legal notice publication concerning the public notice of its meeting held on June 20, 2007.

Item 4. Previous Minutes

The Board reviewed the draft Minutes of May 16, 2007 Board Meeting, copies of

which were distributed to members. Don Haynes made a motion to approve the Minutes for
May 16 and Tom Card seconded the motion. Bob Privett asked that on page 4 the year 1850
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be changed to 1950. The motion passed. A copy of the May 16, 2007 Minutes is attached and
incorporated by reference as “Exhibit B.”

The Variance Commitiee reviewed the draft Minutes of the June 5, 2007 Variance &
Rules/Regulations Committee Meeting, copies of which were distributed to members. John
McPherson made a motion to approve the Minutes for June 5 and Ansley Moses seconded the
motion. The motion passed by the Committee. A copy of the June 5, 2007 Minutes is
attached and incorporated by reference as “Exhibit C.”

Item 5. Visitors

The Chair recognized Paul Cate, Consolidated Technologies Inc.; Jon Sparkman,
Arcadis; and Melvin Downs and Russell Moorehead from Lamar Dunn & Assoc. Mr. Hoss
welcomed Rosemary Downs Carswell from Barge Waggoner Sumner & Cannon, Inc.
Richard Shaffer, First Tennessee Bank, brought loan papers for the Board to sign. Mike Price,
MAP, and John Wilson, Chattanoogan.com, were also present.

Item 6. Director’s Report

FOLLOW-UP ITEMS FROM WWTA MEETING 05-16-07 — Mr. Grimes handed out a
copy of follow-up items, “Exhibit D,” from the previous meeting with the results

KEN THOMPSON, 222 SEQUOYAH ACCESS, SODDY-DAISY — Mr. and Mrs.
Thompson installed an 8-inch parallel sewer line to connect their building to the main instead
of cutting the road five times. They appeared before the Variance Committee to request a
variance to waive the tap-on fees for their building. The recommendation of the Committee
was not to grant a variance.

JON SPARKMAN (ARCADIS) — PUMP STATION VS. GRAVITY SEWER
EVALUATION - Mr. Sparkman said Arcadis was consulted to develop a tool that the
WWTA could use in evaluating a gravity sewer vs. a pump station system primarily for off-
site sewers. The purpose of the spreadsheet presented was to compare the present value life
cycle cost of a pump station and force main system with conventional gravity sewer to serve
the same area. The pump station and gravity sewer system life cycle cost consists of
construction, operation, and maintenance costs. Mr. Grimes said that the Variance Committee
made a recommendation that they bring this to the Board to accept the concept to use this
process as a tool. Wayne Hamill made a motion to approve this in concept and Chantelle
Roberson second the motion. Motion passed with Billy Cooper abstaining stating that he sees
too much of a variable between project to project on the gravity system. Mr. Hamill said this
was not all-inclusive, just one factor to evaluate. Motion passed.
