
The Town Council of the Town of Signal Mountain held its regular monthly meeting on 
Monday, December 13, 2004, at 7:00 p.m. in the Town Hall. Those present were:

Mayor Leonard called the meeting to order and asked the Boys Scouts corn Troop 60 to 
lead in the Pledge of Allegiance and then offered the prayer. The Town Recorder called 
the roll and all were present. 

Vice-Mayor Ruffin moved that the minutes of the November 8, 2004, regular Council 
meeting and the November 13, 2004, special called Council meeting be approved as 
amended. The motion was seconded by Councilmember Linehart and passed 
unanimously. 

The first resolution to come before the Council was "A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING 
THE TOWN MANAGER FOR THE TOWN OF SIGNAL MOUNTAIN, TENNESSEE, 
TO AWARD A CONTRACT TO THE TRAYLOR GROUP, JNC. FOR THE SALE OF 
CORRUGATED PAPER TONNAGE PRODUCED IN THE TOWN OF SIGNAL 
MOUNTAIN ON A MONTHLY BASIS, AS SHOWN ON THE ATTACHED 
CONTRACT'. Town Attorney explained the contract. The Traylor Group would come 
and pick up the paper and pay the Town 60 percent of the market value. Vice-Mayor 
Ruffin moved that the resolution be passed. The motion was seconded by 
Councilmember White and passed unanimously. 

The next resolution to come before the Council was "A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING 
THE TOWN COUNCIL, THE TOWN MANAGER, AND THE TOWN RECORDER 
TO MAKE TRANSACTIONS AT THE TOWN'S SUNTRUST BANK ACCOUNT". 
The Town Attorney said when Councilmembers change, they have to be authorized to 
sign checks and make transactions. Vice-Mayor Ruffin moved that the resolution be 
approved. The motion was seconded by Councilmember Paturalski and passed 
unanimously. 
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The Council next considered "A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE TOWN 
COUNCIL, THE TOWN MANAGER, AND THE TOWN RECORDER TO MAKE 
TRANSACTIONS AT THE TOWN'S CITIZENS TRI-COUNTY BANK ACCOUNT". 
Vice-Mayor Rufin moved that the resolution be approved. The motion was seconded by 
Councilmember Linehart and passed unanimously. 

The next resolution to come before the Council was "A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING 
THE TOWN COUNCIL, THE TOWN MANAGER, AND THE TOWN RECORDER 
TO lWXl3 TRANSACTIONS AT THE TOWN'S STATE OF TENNESSEE LOCAL 
GOVERNMENT INVESTMENT POOL ACCOUNT'. Vice-Mayor Ruffin moved that 
the resolution be approved. The motion was seconded by Councilmember Linehart and 
passed unanimously. 

Discussion of "A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR OF THE TOWN OF 
SIGNAL MOUNTAIN, TENNESSEE, TO SIGN A LANDLORD WAIVER AND 
ESTOPPEL AGREEMENT AS REQUESTED BY AMSOUTH BANK FOR THE 
SIGNAL MOUNTAIN GOLF AND COUNTRY CLUB was deferred until later in the 
meeting. 

The Council next considered "A RESOLUTION REAPPOINTING CERTAIN 
MEMBERS TO THE SIGNAL MOUNTAIN TOWN PLANNING COMMISSION." 
The members to be reappointed were Dan Saieed, Hale Hamilton, and Dick Dillender for 
three-year terms. Vice-Mayor Rufin moved that the resolution be approved. The 
motion was seconded by Councilmember Paturalski and passed unanimously. The Town 
Attorney explained the resolution also provided pursuant to the Code that two people on 
the Council would actually serve on the Planning Commission. One of those by 
provisions would be the sitting Mayor and the other a member selected by the Council. 
The resolution would confirm those appointments. 

The next resolution to be discussed was "A RESOLUTION REAPPOINTING 
MEMBERS TO THE TOWN OF SIGNAL MOUNTAIN'S DESIGN REVIEW 
COMMISSION". The members to be reappointed were Don Moon, George Kangles, and 
John Curry. Don Moon and John Curry were reappointed for 3-year terms and George 
Kangles was reappointed for a 1-year term. Vice-Mayor Ruffin moved that the resolution 
be approved. Councilmember Linehart seconded the motion and it passed unanimously. 

The Council considered "A RESOLUTION REAPPOINTING SAM POWELL TO THE 
PARKS BOARD FOR THE TOWN OF SIGNAL MOUNTAIN, TENNESSEE". The 
term would be for 5 years. Vice-Mayor Ruffin moved that the resolution be approved. 
The motion was seconded by Councilmember Paturalski and passed unanimously. 

The next resolution was "A RESOLUTION APPOINTING MEMBERS TO THE
