Mayor Leonard called the meeting to order and asked representatives from the Fire
Department to lead the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.  He thanked the Police and
Firefighters for making our community a safe place to live. Mayor Leonard offered the
prayer. The Acting Town Recorder called the roll and all Councilmembers were present.

Councilmember Linehart moved that the minutes of the August 14, 2006, 7:00 p.m.
