
The Town Council of the Town of Signal Mountain held its regular monthly meeting on 
Thursday, October 19, 2006, at 6:30 p.m. at the Mountain Arts Community Center. 
Those present were:

Vice-Mayor Ruffin called the meeting to order. Roll call found Mayor Leonard absent. 

The first resolution to be considered by the Council was "A RESOLUTION 
AUTHORIZING THE AWARD OF A CONTRACT TO NICHOLS FLEET 
EQUIPMENT AS THE LOWEST AND BEST BID AS DETERMINED BY THE 
TOWN MANAGER AND TOWN PUBLIC WORKS PERSONNEL IN THE 
AMOUNT OF NINETY-ONE THOUSAND THREE HUNDRED FORTY-SIX AND 
001100 DOLLARS ($91,346.00), FOR THE PURCHASE OF A 2006 FORD F-750 
TRUCK AND ROTOBEC 60 LOADER WITH HYDRAULIC JOYSTICK 
CONTROLLER, AND AUTHORIZING THE TOWN MANAGER TO EXECUTE 
ANY NECESSARY DOCUMENTS IN CONNECTION WITH THIS AWARD." 
Councilmember Linehart made a motion to approve the resolution. Councilmember 
Paturdski seconded the motion and it passed unanimously. 

The second resolution to be considered was "A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE 
TOWN MANAGER TO PURCHASE A SIX PERCENT (6%) INTEREST RATE CAP 
FOR A TERM OF TWENTY (20) YEARS IN CONNECTION WITH THE LOAN 
AGREEMENT FOR THE ACQUISITION, CONSTRUCTION, AND EQUIPPING OF 
A NEW HIGH SCHOOL/MIDDLE SCHOOL WITHIN THE TOWN OF SIGNAL 
MOUNTAIN." Councilmember Paturalski made a motion to approve the resolution. 
Councilmember White seconded the motion and it passed unanimously. 

The ordinance brought before the Council on second reading was "AN ORDINANCE TO 
AMEND ORDINANCE NO 2006-12, ENTITLED THE "FY 2006-2007 BUDGET 
ORDINANCE SO AS TO PROVIDE FOR CERTAIN REVENUES AND CHANGED 
EXPENDITURES IN THE GENERAL FUND TO INCLUDE ADDITIONAL 
REVENUES FROM A HIGHWAY SAFETY GRANT TO THE TOWN POLICE 
DEPARTMENT; TO PROVIDE FOR EXPENDITURES FOR THE GRANT IN THE 
POLICE DEPARTMENT; TO PROVIDE FOR ADDITIONAL STATE-SHARED 
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REVENUES FROM THE HALL INCOME TAX FOR THIS YEAR'S BUDGET; TO 
PROVIDE FOR TRANSFER FROM THE GENERAL FUND CERTAIN REVENUE 
TO THE LIBRARY BOARD TO ESTABLISH A LIBRARY BOARD FOUNDATION 
FUND, AND TO TRANSFER CERTAIN FROM THE LIBRARY BOARD FUND TO 
THE GENERAL FUND FOR A NEW AIR CONDITIONER UNIT, AND TO 
TRANSFER FUNDS TO THE SOLID WASTE FUND FROM THE GENERAL FUND 
TO PURCHASE A TRUCK FOR PICKING UP BRUSH AND HEAVY APPLIANCES; 
TO PROVIDE FOR ADDITIONAL EXPE1VDITURES TO THE SOLID WASTE FUND 
FOR THE PURCHASE OF A TRUCK FOR PICKING UP BRUSH AND HEAW 
APPLIANCES; AND TO PROVIDE FOR REVENUE TO THE STORMWATER 
FUND AND SOLID WASTE FUND IN CONNECTION WITH THE PURCHASE OF 
A TRUCK FOR PICKING UP BRUSH AND CLEANING OUT DITCHES, AS SET 
FORTH IN THE ATTACHED AMENDED BUDGET DURING THIS FISCAL YEAR". 
Councilmember Linehart made a motion to approve the ordinance on second reading. 
Councilmember Paturalski seconded the motion and it passed unanimously. 

There being no hrther business, the meeting was adjourned. 
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
